Main basis for selection shall be :
For Experimentation and Advancement of Amateur Rado.

For experimentation - involving practical radio and electronic construction techniques.
Essential that practical results can and have beehemonstrated.

For advancement - To communicate the results of sh@xperimentation, mainly
through demonstrations, talks, lectures, and publised notes or articles.

Award Procedure.

A call for nominations to be made by the Clulsponsoring the NQ Convention,
typically when other clubs are asked to sygy club details.
Each club can have one nominee only.
- Each nomination to include a précis of the @sons for nomination.
Each club to appoint a delegate who will bet ghat NQ Convention, to meet with
the other delegates and decide the recipien
- The delegates may decide not to award the Trbp, if there are not any suitable
gualified candidates.
- Recipient does not have to be at the North Qaasland Amateur Radio
Convention.
- The trophy to be normally retained by the hostlub of that NQ Convention until
awarded again.
- A suitably framed certificate will also be awaded to the recipient for their
personal display.
